President Quisenberry called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m., followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

New Business:

A. Office Computer Equipment – Village Manager Coy

Council reviewed quotes for a new office computer to replace the oldest desktop computer at the office with a laptop.  Trustee Batten questioned the RAM & memory indicated in the quotes.  Diana Bertapelle addressed Council advising of her research findings.  The Village computers are backed up each night and the information is saved to a server through I.T. Right.  This laptop would not be used in conjunction with a docking station.  The Treasurer computer will be considered in the next fiscal year budget.  

Motion by Trustee Batten, seconded by Trustee Nivelt, to approve the purchase of a Dell Laptop computer for the Village office not to exceed $1300.

B. Mill Street Repairs – Village Manager Coy

Village Manager Coy referenced the orange barrels on Mill Street where the curb, gutter and catch basin are cracked.  The catch basin is washed out.  Village Manager Coy outlined the repair method and referred to quotes provided in Council packets.  Trustee Nivelt questioned the vast difference between the quotes received.  Village Manager Coy took all contractors to the work site and discussed the RFQ specifications.  Trustee Eschmann stated concern over depth of pipe with respect to frostline .  Village Manager Coy has had Rowe Engineering review the concern and repair method, but he will readdress the depth of the pipe before proceeding.  Seven quotes were solicited with three responses.  Council reviewed and discussed the quotes which included both the north and south sides of Mill Street.  The road repairs will be done individually.  Council stated desire for all bids to be in the same format to more easily evaluate.

Motion by Trustee Champion, seconded by Trustee Green, to award the contract to CM Construction in the amount of $9,871 for the curb, gutter and catch basin repair on Mill Street, upon completion of proper bid form being completed before construction begins.

C. Dogs Issues – Trustee Champion

Trustee Champion suggested the Village run an ad reminding Village resident to clean-up after their pets.  Also, it was noted that dogs are to be leashed at all times outside of their own yard.  The Village staff will place an appropriate ad addressing dog etiquette.   

D. Budget Workshop Scheduling

Discussion occurred regarding the need for a budget workshop prior to the Public Hearing.  Due to the length of time it will take, it was suggested that Council schedule a Special Meeting  prior to the first Council meeting in June.  This Special Meeting will be open to the public, as required.  Council discussed their personal availability.  All members are to come to the next Council meeting prepared to schedule the workshop.


E.   Fire Department Supply Well

Chief Kwapis advised Council that the Fire Department wishes to put a well on the east side of the Old Town Hall.  Water availability within the Village was a factor in the ISO rating of 6.  Other locations were considered but ruled out due to being in contamination zone.  Chief Kwapis outlined the well specifications and cost.  This well would strictly be for use by the fire department.  The Fire Department has budgeted $40,000 for this project, met with the health department and applied for the appropriate permit.  The well would impact the Native Garden, but every effort would be made to restore the garden.  Lois Robbins has been advised of the need to place the well in this location.  Village Manager Coy will meet with Chief Kwapis to more specifically identify where in the garden the well would be.  The well will not require a storage tank, but will have a shut-off valve (hydrant).  Electricity for the pump will also be required.  It was clarified that there should be no impact on the Village Office well.  If approved, the project will take approximately 3 months.

Motion by Trustee Green, seconded by Trustee Nivelt, to allow the use of Village property next to the Old Town Hall for the Fire Department well, in a triangular area to be determined within the Native Garden

Public Comments (Items not on agenda):

Jim Byers-335 Cedar Street

Mr. Byers stated his dissatisfaction over Mid-Michigan Seal Coating cold patch methods.  He indicated that cold patch and crumbled asphalt are on his lawn and porch.  He also stated that debris from the trailer is being mixed with the cold patch and that the contractor is not repairing all the potholes.  Mr. Byers mentioned other seal coating contractors that should be considered.  Lastly, Mr. Byers mentioned that the Crescent Hill slope grade was reduced years ago and it has contributed to water situation on Mill.

Items from Trustees:

Trustee Batten – Questioned Skate Park parking sign approval.  Advised that Senior Center sign at Oakwood and Cedar is dangerously placed.  Village Manage Coy will address this issue.

Trustee Nivelt – Reminded of Chamber of Commerce Business Expo on the 14th at Brandon High School.  Requested that Council vote on payroll schedule at next meeting.
Trustee Champion – Vacant lot at the corner of James and Ball needs to be cleaned up.  Village Manager Coy to contact property owner.  Also, flowing water was noticed in front of 171 Ball and the sidewalk by the adult foster care home on South Street is in severe disrepair and causing problems.  Village Manager will also look into a temporary fix for this issue.

Motion by Trustee Batten, seconded by Trustee Green, to adjourn the Village Council meeting.
