New Business
A.  Site Plan Review – Parcel #03-07-354-009 -105 S. Ortonville Road

Discussion was held in regards to the site plan review for parcel #307-07-354-105.  Ed   

Coy noted that Troy Cabero was applying for a building permit.  The building that Troy Cabero is building extends into the rear setback.  Ordinance states it has to be 25 feet but wants to build 10 feet from line and needs a variance. The minutes from a 2003 Planning Commission meeting indicate a hearing was held for the variance request and a site plan had been approved. Ed Coy could not find the minutes for the Zoning Board of Appeals that passed the variance request and per the Village Zoning ordinance site plans are only good for one year.  Troy Cabero did present an agenda from the December 8, 2003 Zoning Board of Appeals that showed the issue was to be voted on. Ed Coy felt there was indeed a December 8, 2003 ZBA meeting and the variance was approved but he has been unable to locate the copy of the minutes.

McAvinchey entered meeting at 7:44 p.m.

Motion by Rogers, seconded by Craciun, to recommend to the ZBA to find the minutes of the December 8, 2003 meeting and conclude whether a variance for a ten foot set back to 105 S. Ortonville Road, Parcel # 307-07-354-1-5 was approved.
