These questions were regarding qualification levels and specifically what could be covered. Manager Sprague noted he would have that information prior to the next Council meeting. D. Audit

Michelle Henager from Lewis and Knoff presented the 2008-2009 Fiscal Year Audit for the Village.  She noted that the Village did very well and received a clean audit review.  

Miss Henager further explained sections of the audit for clarification and pointed out that there were no uninsured deposits made during this audit period and the current audit was comparable to last year.

E. Fire Protection Well

Fire Chief Kwapis presented two bids he posted for completion of the fire protection well.  He received one from C.E. Layman for $27,100.50 and one from Cameron & Son for $29,878.25.  Chief Kwapis recommended for approval C.E. Layman and noted that the Fire Board has reviewed and approved the bid and he will be presenting this to the Township for their approval as well.  He noted that the well should be done in time for Christmas in the Village on December 5, 2009.

Motion by Trustee Champion, seconded by Trustee Eschmann, to have Brandon Fire Department accept the bid from C.E. Layman for the water irrigation well in the amount of  $27.100.50.
