A. CDBG Allocation – Manager Sprague further clarified possible CDBG allocations including emergency minor home repair.

Motion by Trustee Green, seconded by Trustee Eschmann, to approve the resolution approving the 2010 Community Development Black Grant Application.  Allocating the funds as follows; 20% for planning and administration of CDBG, 30% for public service, and 50% for Emergency Home Repair.

A. Fire Department – Two new paid Call Fire fighters

Chief Kwapis introduced Julieanna Lorenz and Glen Cox as the candidates for the paid call fire fighter positions.

B. Fire Department – 2009 Budget Amendments

Chief Kwapis highlighted the 2009 budget amendments.  He noted Brandon Township and the Fire Board have already approved this.

Motion by Trustee Champion, seconded by Trustee Skornicka, to approve the 2009 budget adjustments as presented.

All in favor, the Motion carried.

C. Fire Department – Fire Hose Purchase

Chief Kwapis presented quotes for the replacement of parts of a damaged hose.  He noted

the lowest bidder was Douglas Safety and Brandon Township and the Fire Board have already approved the purchase.

Motion by Trustee Green, seconded by Trustee Eschmann, to approve the fire hose

purchase paid to Douglas Safety Systems in the amount of $4,935.88.

D. Fire Department – 2010 Budget

Chief Kwapis presented the budget package for 2010. He noted changes from the previous year and detailed the four sections of the budget.  Chief Kwapis also noted that the Fire Board has approved the budget and after Village approval the budget will go for a Public Hearing at Brandon Township.  

Motion by Trustee Green, seconded by Trustee Champion, to approve the four budgets as presented for 2010.

E. Parade Permit – Brandon Township Christmas in the Village

President Quisenberry presented the parade permit requested by Brandon Township.  The parade route is the same as the previous year. 

Motion by Trustee Champion, seconded by Trustee Eschmann, to approve the Parade Permit for Christmas in the Village as presented.

All in favor, the Motion carried.

F. Tree Lighting/Luminaries/Christmas Party.

Manager Sprague noted that he would speak at the Tree lighting ceremony as requested by the DDA.  Further discussion continued on the need for luminary set up volunteers.  Trustee Skornicka, Trustee Green, and Trustee Champion stated they would be helping. Manager Sprague said he would handle any party given for the office and DPW staff. 
G. Allocation of Cable Franchise Fees – Kathy Thurman

Kathy Thurman, Brandon Township Supervisor, presented to the request to move $15,000.00 of cable franchise fees into Brandon’s general fund to cover the Township’s budget shortfall.  She further noted that she had discussed with Greg Normand the taking of the money and together felt that would not hinder the replacement of needed equipment.  Supervisor Thurman clarified that this would be a onetime amount for 2010 and could be possible for 2011. She also suggested that the Village take a corresponding amount of $2,057.13 to maintain fairness.  

Motion by Trustee Green, seconded by Trustee Batten, to approve the transfer of $15,000.00 of cable franchise fees from designated cable fund 705-000-214 to the Charter township of Brandon’s general fund in 2010 and with the approval of Brandon Township to remit $2,057.13 of cable franchise fees from designated cable fund 705-000-214 to the Village of Ortonville.
