B. Hiring of Paid on Call Firefighter – BTFD Chief Kwapis

Chief Kwapis noted they would like to hire two paid on call firefighters. The first being Marshall Crawford and second Courtney Vassall, both having obtained their EMT.

E. Proposed Fountain at Heritage Gardens – Lois Robbins

Lois Robbins presented to the Council the addition of a fountain at the Heritage Gardens.  She noted that the Oakland Native Parks Initiative grant received in 2007 included a water feature and with the completion of this requirement the garden could be certified as a natural habitat.  She also clarified that the funding had been secured by the Main Street Free Program and the cost of the fountain being purchased at Wojo’s Greenhouse was $100.00.  The upkeep will be maintained by the garden club for the remaining two-year life of the grant and at which point the upkeep will be done through the Master Gardner’s club. The fountain will be covered in the winter.  President Quisenberry requested  the Council table the issue for thirty days to research the matter.

Motion by Trustee Green, seconded by Trustee Eschmann, to table the Heritage Garden Fountain proposal for 30 days.
